MAINTENANCE

To keep your garbage disposal running smoothly and avoid clogs, follow these tips: Always turn off the disposal before
cleaning or maintenance. Run the disposal with cold water daily, even without grinding, to prevent rust and flush out
waste; add ice cubes for cleaning. Avoid putting banana peels, bones, eggshells, coffee grounds, or grease down the
drain, as these can cause damage or clogs. Cut large food scraps into smaller pieces and feed them gradually to prevent
jams. Use plenty of cold water to help move waste and prevent grease buildup, running it for 10-20 seconds after
grinding. Clean the disposal every two weeks with ice cubes and rock salt, followed by vinegar and baking soda to kill
bacteria and freshen. For freshness, use citrus peels with warm water instead of coffee grounds.
